Tory immigration critic Frank Klees called the legislation "long overdue" and said it's only a first step. 
"It's one thing to make an announcement," Klees said. "What remains to be seen is the degree to which the government ensures that the regulatory bodies follow through." 
Professional immigrants are misled when they come to this country, Klees said. Their credentials are highly valued when they're admitted but they end up in minimum-wage jobs because they're not permitted to work in their fields. 
"This government missed the boat," Klees said.
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
