As the MPP for Newmarket-Aurora, I am asking for your immediate intervention to stay the plans by the York Region Branch of the Ontario Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals in Newmarket to euthanize the 350 animals under its care.

Based on my discussions with veterinarians in the region, I have reason to believe that the lives of many of these animals can be saved. I believe it is imperative that we take the time necessary to deal with this matter in a humane and rational manner. 
I continue to receive many emails and phone calls not only from constituents, but also from concerned pet companion owners and pet rescue volunteers throughout Toronto and the GTA.  They find the OSPCA’s decision disturbing as it appears to go against the stated goals of the OSPCA with respect to animal care.
On their behalf, Minister, I ask you to stay the deaths of these animals until such time as other options for them can be investigated and implemented.
