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On Wednesday a church group travelled to Queen's Park to express their concern over the removal of the Lord's Prayer from the daily opening of the legislature. 

The group totaled 50 people who travelled via bus, leaving from the parking lot of the Holy Family Anglican Church on Kennedy Road. 

Premier Dalton McGuinty recently formed a committee to seek ways in which the prayer could be removed. 

The church group, known as the International Christian AWAZ, objected to this. 

The group leader, Shadab Khokhar worked with Member of Provincial Parliament (MPP) Frank Klees in a combined effort to save the prayer in the legislature. 

Klees created the petition and Khokhar gathered the signatures. The purpose was to consolidate all the objections of the people of Brampton, Mississauga and Etobicoke into one force, ultimately showing the strong resentment Ontarians had for the proposal. The group managed to get over 2,000 signatures.
