Officer Order requiring Gamma to immediately proceed with the implementation

of specific engineering controls and control technology in addition to
‘administrative controls” measures identified in the EarthTech report.

I am also putting you on notice that | will be bringing Gamma'’s lack of response

to the important environmental issues identified by the Ministry of Environment to
the attention of the Minister and to the Members of the Legislative Assembly.
