


Forced organ donation bill gaining support
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TORONTO -- There are now two private member's bills before the Ontario legislature dealing with organ donations. 

The latest effort would deny driver's licences and health cards to people unless they fill out a section of the application that asks whether they want to be a donor. 

Conservative Frank Klees's proposal would make people who are 16 or older signify "Yes" or "No" or "Undecided" on donating organs after they die. 

Klees says his approach would make sure everyone who gets a card would have to consider organ donations. 

He says there are nearly 2,000 people in Ontario waiting for a transplant, but too few consider donating organs. 

The other bill, introduced by NDPer Peter Kormos, takes a different approach. 

He says there should be presumed consent for organ donations -- unless stated otherwise.
